and springs will reduce the potential for contamination of water from run off. Run off of this product will be
reduced by avoiding application when rainfall is forecasted to occur within 48 hours. Sound erosion control

practices will reduce this products contribution to surface water contamination.

First aid: If on skin, or cloths, Take off contaminated clothing. Rinse skin immediately with plenty of water
for 15-20 minutes.

Other benefits such as increased turf density, increased color and increased turf quality are frequency
observed after Primo MAXX application.
